While academic achievement is always a top priority, it is just as important to 
be mindful of student safety in and around school buses.

The effort is sponsored by the Arkansas Department of 
Education, Arkansas Association of Pupil Transportation, and concerned parents, educators 
and citizens across the state.  

The B.U.S. Awareness campaign will begin August 11 and conclude August 29.  Educators, 
parents, school bus drivers and community leaders throughout Arkansas will be reminding 
Arkansas motorists to obey all traffi c laws whenever they are near a school bus. Drivers will 
also be reminded that it is illegal to pass a stopped school bus whenever its red lights are 
fl ashing and students are getting on or off the bus.
