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TRIAND, the state electronic transcript system, now provides a report
for district, school and classroom-level users to view the Smart Core
status of their enrolled students. The report, titled “Graduates Smart
Core Report — 2011,” will allow authorized Triand users to verify
whether or not students have met the requirements of the Smart Core
curriculum at a glance using color-coded cells, with green showing those
who have met each of the categorized 19 rules, and red showing those
who have not.
