	Check appropriate

	1
	Extended Time (ET) – (Any State Assessment)
	The student uses “extended time” to complete testing. A maximum of up to one school day is allowed to complete the day’s scheduled sessions or units.  Students who use this accommodation must be given a quiet location in which to complete the test. Please refer to the Test Administration Manual for additional information. 
	

	2
	Word-to-Word Dictionary (WTWD) –  (All State Assessments, excluding ELDA)
	Student uses bilingual, word-to-word dictionary or electronic translator. Dictionaries that include definitions or pictures are not allowed. The student should be familiar with the dictionary/electronic translator they will use on the test. Students may require extended time to complete the test using this accommodation.
	

	3
	Individualized Schedule (IS) – (Any State Assessment)
	Individual scheduling is permitted for those students who need to be tested at an alternate time of day or who, because of a medical, physical, or emotional condition, are unable to test under the regular testing schedule.  
	

	4
	Preferential Seating (PREF) –  (Any State Assessment) 
	Preferential seating is allowed for students who may need to sit in a different location from the majority of the students in order to reduce distractions to themselves or others.
	

	5
	Small Group Testing/Individual Testing (SMGT/INT) –  (Any State Assessment)
	Testing in a small group is permitted when students need a smaller or private space. Small group settings are required for students who are taking the exam with a human reader.  The size of the small group can vary; however, it should be smaller than the student’s regular class, not to exceed 15 students.  This can also include individual testing.

	Reading of the  Science Test (RST) –  (ACTAAP only)
	Reading of the science tests in English is allowed.  It is important that test items and text are read word-for-word exactly as written.  Readers may not clarify, elaborate, or provide assistance to the students. (Reading of the math tests is an accessibility feature in PARCC, NOT a language accommodation.)

	Noise Buffer (NB) –
(All State Assessments)

	The student uses headphones as a noise buffer to minimize distraction, access embedded text-to-speech, or filter external noise during testing (in addition to required headphone for use on English Language Arts/literacy assessment). The student’s LPAC will determine the use and variety of the buffer needed for the test.

	Scribe or Speech-to-Text 
(PARCC only)
	Student dictates responses in English to MATHEMATICS test items only either to a human scribe or through speech-to-text technology. Students must be tested in a separate setting. Students may require extended time to complete the test using this accommodation.
	

	9
	Native Language Clarification (PARCC only) By certified test administrator
	The certified test administrator clarifies general administration instructions only. No part of the test may be clarified or translated. Students should be given ample time to process directions and ask clarifying questions. Students must be tested in a separate setting with other students needing the same accommodation to minimize distractions. Test administrators providing this accommodation should be literate and fluent in English, as well as in the student’s native language. Students may require extended time to complete the test using this accommodation.
	

	10
	Directions read aloud and repeated in native language (PARCC only) By certified test administrator - Hard copy available for highest-incident languages across PARCC states (p. 47, Sec. 6e, 3rd ed.)
	The certified test administrator reads aloud, and repeats as needed, test directions from the test administration manual in students’ native language. Students should be given ample time to process directions and ask clarifying questions. Students must be tested in a separate setting with other students needing the same accommodation to minimize distractions. Test administrators providing this accommodation should be literate and fluent in English, as well as the student’s native language. Students may require extended time to complete the test using this accommodation. 	1
	Answer Masking (PARCC only)
	The student electronically “covers” answer options, as needed. When enabled, answers will be masked. The student will uncover answer options when ready. 

	

	2
	Background/Font Color (Color Contrast) (PARCC only)
	Alternate onscreen background and/or font color is enabled via the PNP based on need or preference. Student can adjust during the assessment. 

	

	3
	Text-to-Speech for the Mathematics Assessment (PARCC only)
	Text is read aloud to the student using embedded text-to-speech software. Student must be tested in a separate setting if unable to wear headphones.
