Factors That Influence Performance

+ Results may be due to departure in local course content from the
AP Course Description

+ Differences in performance may result from the use of different
Instructional methods.

+ Performance may be due to the relative preparation and
achievement of your group and the global population.

+ Differences in performance on multiple-choice content areas or
free-response gquestions may occur when your group represents a
population of students with characteristics different from the global
population (e.g., educational background, level of skills,
achievement).

Use Care in Interpreting the Report

+ If your group is very different from the global population, differences
In performance should be expected. Schools that are building new
AP programs may need several years—as teachers develop and
courses in the years prior to AP are aligned—before results
matching or exceeding global results are achieved.

Interpreted, especially when the number of students in your group is
small.

+ Differences in performance should not be over-interpreted when a
multiple-choice content area or free-response question/problem of
the exam has a small number of questions; the differences may not
be statistically significant.
