Act 941 of 2015 

§  Allows for School Districts to allow advertising on school buses 

§  Any revenue must be used for school transportation purposes 



§  All Agreements Between Districts and Vendors 

§  Informational for School Districts 
§  Including, but not limited to, installation costs, monthly access costs, number of students 

that can log in, filtering ability, purchasing consortium and contract #, coverage map, 
speed and GPS tracking feature
