The 2011 Arkansas School Performance Report is a joint project of the Department and
the National Office for Research on Measurement and Evaluation Systems (NORMES)
at the University of Arkansas.  It contains data for the 2010-2011 school year.

The report card has been revamped this year with numerous user-friendly features to
allow easier searches of individual school data and facilitate comparisons and contrasts
among schools.  Among other things, the report card includes information on school and
district enrollment, graduation rates, free and reduced-priced lunch percentages,
benchmark proficiency percentages, and Adequate Yearly Progress status.
